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INTRODUCTION

This report presents information related to the sixth redetermination of air quality conformity to
the Atlanta Regional Commission’s (ARC] 2050 Metropolitan Transportation Plan (2050 MTP)
and the associated FY 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program (FY 2024-2027 TIP).
Amendment #6 of the MTP and TIP to 2050 MTP does not require a new regional emissions
analysis; the amendment only modifies: (1) conformity exempt projects and (2] financial details
for nonexempt projects.

This document contains updated information on the changes made by the amendment and the
public/agency review and comment process on the amendment,including summaries of
meetings of the Interagency Consultation Group (IAC). It provides all relevant documentation
for the United States Department of Transportation (USDOT) and the United States
Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) to conduct a-conformity redetermination on MTP/TIP
Amendment #6.

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STATEMENT OF CONFORMITY

There are no changes to the region’s attainment status since the documentation in the CRR for
Amendment #5 to the 2050 MTP / FY 2024-2027 TIP was released in November 2025. The
region’s existing attainment status can be found in Exhibit 2 of this CRR.

Amendment #6 to the 2050 MTP / FY 2024-2027 TIP does not alter the timing or capacity of

conformity nonexempt projects being amended. A list of project changes.is included as Exhibit
1 of this CRR. As a result, this conformity redetermination relies on the emissions analysis for
the 1997, 2008 and 2015 8-hr. ozone standards prepared for Amendment #5 to the 2050 MTP /
FY 2024-2027 TIP and replicated in Table 1 and Table 2 as well as Figure 1 and Figure 2 below.

For detailed information regarding the modeling methodology and planning assumptions
associated with each emissions analysis, refer to the initial CDR (February 2024) and the CRR
addenda associated with each amendment conducted since then.

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INTERAGENCY CONSULTATION

The final list of proposed amendments was provided to the Interagency Consultation Group on
February 20, 2026, and reviewed at their meeting on February 24, 2026. A draft version of this
Conformity Redetermination Report was provided on March 17, 2026, and reviewed at their
meeting on March 24, 2026. Both review processes were completed in advance of the initiation
of the formal public comment period beginning on April 1, 2026. Materials related to
Amendment #6 were made available to all ARC planning partners through technical and policy
committees in coordination with the public comment period. This allowed time for review and
comment prior to formal adoption or publication, in accordance with 93.105(b)(2)(iii) of the
Transportation Conformity Rule. Final documents for Amendment #6 will be posted in May
2026, upon receipt of a conformity redetermination letter from USDOT, fulfilling the
requirements of 40 CFR 93.105(c)(7).

AIR QUALITY CONFORMITY HISTORY AND CURRENT STATUS
OF THE ATLANTA REGION

This section summarizes the region’s history related to attaining various standards related to
ground level ozone.
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8-HR. OZONE STANDARD

The Atlanta region is currently subject to three National Ambient Air Quality Standards
(NAAQS) for 8-hr. ozone pollution: (1) the 1997 standard of 0.08 parts per million (ppm),
(2) the 2008 standard of 0.075 ppm, and (3) the 2015 standard of 0.070 ppm.

1997 STANDARD

The 1997 standard was set to 0.08 ppm and 20 counties in the Atlanta region were
designated as marginal nonattainment in 2004 (69 FR 23857): Barrow, Bartow, Carroll,
Cherokee, Clayton, Cobb, Coweta, DeKalb, Douglas, Fayette, Forsyth, Fulton, Gwinnett,
Hall, Henry, Newton, Paulding, Rockdale, Spalding, and Walton.In 2008, the Atlanta area
was redesignated as moderate nonattainment.

On December 2, 2013, EPA redesignated the Atlanta area as a maintenance area, effective
January 2, 2014 (78 FR 72040). When the 2008 8-hr. ozone standard was finalized and
designations made, EPA then pursued the revocation of the 1997 8-hr. standard along with
conformity requirements pertaining to this standard, through its “2008 Implementation of
the 2008 National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS) for Ozone: State Implementation
Plan (SIP) Requirements”, which was finalized and effective April 6, 2015 (80 FR 12263).
Transportation conformity for the 1997 8-hr. ozone standard was no longer applied. On
February 16, 2018, the United States Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit in
South Coast Air Quality Management District v. EPA ["South Coast Il,” 882 F.3d 1138] held
that transportation conformity determinations must be made in areas that were either
nonattainment or maintenance for the 1997 ozone national ambient air quality standard
(NAAQS) and attainment for the 2008 ozone NAAQS when the 1997 ozone NAAQS was
revoked on April 6, 2015. These conformity determinations are required in these areas after
February 16, 2019.A portion of the Atlanta Area was designated attainment for the 2008
ozone NAAQS on July 20, 2012 (77 FR 30087) with a maintenance plan for the 1997 8-hour
ozone NAAQS later on January 2, 2014, with the 1997 ozone NAAQS revoked on April 6,
2015. Therefore, per the South Coast Il decision, this conformity determination is being
made for that partial portion of the 1997 8-hour ozone NAAQS.

For the 1997 ozone NAAQS areas, transportation conformity for the 1997 ozone NAAQS can be
demonstrated without a regional emissions analysis, per 40 CFR 93.109(c). This provision states
that the regional emissions analysis requirement applies one year after the effective date of
EPA’s nonattainment designation for a NAAQS and until the effective date of revocation of such
NAAQS for an area. The 1997 ozone NAAQS revocation was effective on April 6, 2015, and the
South Coast Il court upheld the revocation. As no regional emission analysis is required for this
conformity determination, there is no requirement to use the latest emissions model for budget
or interim emissions tests for the 1997 8-hour ozone NAAQS. Therefore, transportation
conformity for the 1997 ozone NAAQS for ARC’s and GHMPO's 2050 MTP and FY 2024-2027 TIP
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can be demonstrated by showing the remaining requirements in Table 1 of 40 CFR 93.109 have
been met.

Note that the federally required metropolitan planning process for Bartow County is managed
by the CBMPO, while the process for Hall County is directed by the GHMPO.

2008 STANDARD

Effective July 20, 2012 (77 FR 30087), 15 counties in the Atlanta region were designated and
classified as a marginal nonattainment area under the 2008 8-hr. ozone standard of 0.075 ppm:
Bartow, Cherokee, Clayton, Cobb, Coweta, DeKalb, Douglas, Fayette, Forsyth, Fulton, Gwinnett,
Henry, Newton, Paulding, and Rockdale counties. Initially, an attainment date of December 31,
2015, was set. This date was later changed through litigation to July 20, 2015, for marginal
nonattainment areas like Atlanta.

On May 4, 2016, it was published in the Federal Register that the region was reclassified from a
marginal to a moderate nonattainment area (effective June 3,2016, 81 FR 26697) for failure to
meet the ozone standard before July 20, 2015. On July 14, 2016, EPA finalized a clean data
determination for the 2008 ozone standard effective August 15, 2016 (81 FR 45419). This
determination indicated that the Atlanta region met the 2008 ozone standard for the three
summers from 2013 to 2015.

On July 14, 2016, GA EPD submitted a Maintenance Plan to US EPA. This document shows the
state’s implementation plan for continuing to attain the 2008 ozone standard into the future.
Effective June 2, 2017 (82 FR 25523), EPA approved the state’'s implementation plan and the
associated Motor Vehicle Emissions Budgets (MVEBs). This action redesignated the Atlanta
region as a maintenance area.

Note that the federally required metropolitan planning process for Bartow County is managed
by the CBMPO.

2015 STANDARD

Effective December 28, 2015 (80 FR 65291), the 2015 8-hr. ozone standard was set at 0.070
ppm. Effective August 3, 2018 (83 FR 25776], seven counties in the Atlanta region were
designated and classified as a marginal nonattainment area under the standard: Bartow,
Clayton, Cobb, DeKalb, Fulton, Gwinnett, and Henry counties. Effective November 16, 2022,
this seven-county area was redesignated as a maintenance area (87 FR 62733).

Note that the federally required metropolitan planning process for Bartow County is managed
by the CBMPO.

Current Air Quality Maintenance Area Boundaries

In June 2017, based on observed air quality data
over a period of several years, EPA redesignated
all 15 counties as a maintenance area under the
2008 8-hour ozone standard.

In November 2018, EPA released guidance stating
that a partial area of the maintenance area for the
1997 8-hour ozone standard has been reclassified as
a "partial orphan maintenance area" in light of the
South Coast Il decision.

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1. Welcome & Approval of October 28, 2025 Meeting Summary

David Haynes [ARC) called the meeting to order. He noted that the October 28, 2025
meeting summary was distributed for review prior to this meeting. EPD suggested a
few edits of a clarification nature and those edits had been made. No additional edits
were suggested at the meeting. Accordingly, the summary was accepted as final.

a.

Introduction of New TPD Director Gwo-Wei Torng

Mr. Haynes announced that ARC has hired a successor to replace John Orr, who
Is retiring, as managing director of the Transportation'Planning Department.
Gwo-Wel Torng was previously with the FTA Office of Mobility Innovation in the
headquarters office in DC. Mr. Torng then made remarks to the group and said
he was learning a lot and looked forward to working with members of the group.
Mr. Orr then provided some remarks about how he has enjoyed working with
everybody in his time at ARC.

. Other Introductions

Mr. Haynes noted that another member, Tom Sills (CBMPO] is also retiring and
asked him to share some thoughts. Mr. Sills commended the group and indicated
that Shanice Amos would be his successor. He also noted that a replacement for
Ms. Amos’ former position has been hired and he introduced Dayonna Cook.

Jamie Fischer [GRTA/SRTA] introduced Graham Foster, who will be that agency's
role on TIP approvals.

RonRoberts (Douglas County) introduced Joey McKelvey as Connect Douglas’
new deputy director.

2. ARC Updates

d.

IAC Email and Meeting Notification List

Mr. Haynes noted that ARC is in the process of cleaning up the group’s email list
and requested that any agency which has not submitted revisions to do so by early
January. He noted that the current 2026 calendar invites will be deleted and
replaced with new invites based on the updated list. Jean Hee Barrett will be
included as a co-organizer for the meetings since she will be assuming the role of
IAC Chair temporarily following the retirement of Mr. Haynes in mid-2026.
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b. ARC /CBMPQ / GHMPO Coordination Meeting

Mr. Haynes informed the group that ARC, GHMPO, and CBMPO held a meeting on
November 18 to review the TIP amendment and development schedule for 2026 in
detail. This will help ensure that information is being shared between the MPOs,
and subsequently to IAC as necessary, in a timely manner so that schedules are
maintained. He noted that some concerns were discussed related to the deadline
for submitting modeling changes, but there are opportunities to make
adjustments to meeting schedules and that additional coordination would occur.

Mr. Sills added that CBMPO issued a Notice-to-Proceed to VHB on December 5 to
assist them with compiling the project list for the next emissions analysis. Joseph
Boyd (GHMPO)] stated that he had a draft schedule for development of that
agency’'s new TIP that he could share with the group later in the meeting.

Mr. Haynes concluded the discussion by stating that he believes similar
coordination meetings should be held on a semi-annual basis.

c. Various TIP Initiatives

Michael Haire (ARC) provided highlights of multiple TIP initiatives which ARC
currently has underway or will begin in the first quarter of 2026. The solicitation
for funding openedon December 1 and applications are due on January 23. The
date for accepting change requests for Amendment 6 will open on December 29,
with |AC review occurring in February and final approval in May. Modeling
changes for the new FY 2027-2030 TIP will be due March 20, financial changes are
due July 31,.and final approval is scheduled for November 12.

Jared Lombard (FHWA) noted that Amendment 6 should not be referenced as a
“non-conformity” amendment. The proper terminology is that the conformity
determination on the amendment will be “based on a previous emissions
analysis”.

General discussion followed related to the timing of recommendations from the
solicitation process and inclusion of projects in the TIP. Mr. Haire clarified that
while it is ARC’s intention to not fund any projects that would require a new
emissions analysis, programming them into the TIP would occur as part of the
new TIP development process. This is because final ARC management approval
cannot be secured in time to align with the Amendment 6 schedule.

There was also discussion about the precise meaning of when ARC indicates that
modeling will begin on a specific date for an amendment or a new TIP. For
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purposes of discussion, Mr. Haire and Mr. Haynes clarified that the terminology
as currently used refers to when project coding changes begin within the travel
demand model. Subsequent modeling activities include running the coded
networks and then using those results to inform the MOVES emissions modeling.
There was agreement that more precise language might be required at certain
points in the process or with certain audiences to improve clarity about what
specific activities are being referenced.

Ann-Marie Day (FHWA) indicated that overlapping processes and milestones are
difficult to understand in the manner as currently presented and suggested some
improvements. Mr. Haire replied that he was focusing on the key milestones to
provide a high level overview of the year ahead, but could revisit how a future
“road map” could be presented more clearly. Mr. Haynes also noted that the goal
of presenting the sequence of events logically was the impetus for including a
2026 calendar within the Standard Operating Procedures document (next agenda
item).

Ronald Smith (FTA) initiated a short conversation related to how most FTA
projects are exempt in nature and would not need to be modeled. Mr. Lombard
noted that the role of Interagency is distinct from the NEPA review process and
that the group’s members are responsible for reviewing all transit (and roadway)
projects for a determination of their status (exempt or non-exempt).

. IAC Standard Operating Procedures (2026)

Mr. Haynes stated that ARC was working on a Standard Operating Procedures
document to formalize existing practices for managing the group and that it will
be a‘good resource for internal succession planning purposes. He noted that a
draft version was circulated for advance review but acknowledged that many
people may not have had the opportunity to look through it in detail. ARC’s goal is
to finalize the document by January and that while concurrence from IAC will not
be requested, the agency would appreciate feedback from members to ensure
accuracy and completeness.

Mr. Haynes then proceeded to provide a cursory overview of the document,
describing the contents of each section at a general level. This included the
overall need and purpose of the IAC process, membership, the group’s roles and
responsibilities with respect to the MTP, TIP, and other MPQO deliverables,
meeting schedule, agenda topics, and communication protocols. He concluded
by referencing a month-by-month calendar in an appendix to the document which
attempts to provide a visual format for understanding the overlapping schedules
of various ARC activities which need IAC review/concurrence. Mr. Haynes noted
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that he needed additional information on schedules from GHMPO and CBMPO to
include on the calendar and would appreciate receiving that by early January.

Ms. Day expressed that there is a lot of information in the document and it should
focus on the prescribed roles and responsibilities of IAC, specifically with respect
to reviewing issues related to air quality. Mr. Haynes responded by expressing a
willingness to make minor modifications related to organization and general
phrasing to convey that information more prominently, but reminded the group
that a primary purpose behind the document is for internal ARC succession
planning purposes. He acknowledged that certain content may not be useful for
all IAC members, but it's important for ARC to document all the information
presented.

After some additional conversation about the need to help IAC members focus on
directly relevant content on future review requests, Mr. Haynes agreed to
reconsider how the final document is structured so that mission-critical
information for IAC members is elevated in prominence. Although it was not
noted in the meeting, this will be important moving forward because the intent is
for the document to be reviewed and updated (as needed) on an annual basis, so
IAC members are not being asked to provide feedback on content that is unique to
internal ARC procedures.

3. GHMPO Updates

d.

No formal agenda items

Joseph Boyd (GHMPQ] shared his agency’s schedule for developing a new TIP. He
expects to receive information on project changes from GDOT in March and in
order to meet ARC's deadline of March 20 for modeling changes, will need to
review a preliminary list with committees in January and/or February. Public
comment will be from September 30 to October 29, with adoption scheduled for
November 10.

Ms. Day requested that all documentation and materials associated with
development of the new TIP note that the action also constitutes an amendment
to the MTP. Mr. Boyd committed to doing that.

Mr. Haynes asked if GHMPO intends to conduct any additional amendments in
advance of approving a new TIP. Mr. Boyd replied that the need for amendments
Is typically dictated by GDOT and the timing is sporadic. He does not know if there
will be a need for any amendments in 2026, but will follow up with ARC if
necessary.
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4. CBMPO Updates

d.

Review of Proposed Projects and Determination of Modeling Requirements

Tom Sills (CBMPQ] reported that CBMPO is on a similar timeline with
development of their new TIP, although adoption may not occur until December.
Mr. Haynes requested that specific milestone dates be provided at the earlier
opportunity for inclusion in the SOP document.

Mr. Haynes indicated that CBMPO had requested a decision from IAC on whether
certain changes to the roadway network in Bartow County need to be modeled.
Before Mr. Sills began, Mr. Lombard asked if the projects needed to be included
in the TIP. Mr. Sills noted that there were eight intersections proposed along US
411 and that per a meeting with GDOT the previous week, they would not need to
be reflected in the TIP. Whether this is accurate isuncertain, however, since |IAC
could determine that they are regionally significant and need to be modeled. Mr.
Sills also reported that there is another project involving a new subdivision that
would create a public road connection between two arterials. A decision would
also need to be reached on that project.

Due to limited time leftin the meeting, the question of whether the projects in
question would impact the emissions analysis was not resolved. Mr. Lombard
request a succinct list of the changes and a recommendation from modeling staff
on whether they should be considered exempt or non-exempt. Mr. Haynes asked
Mr. Sills to arrange a meeting in January that includes relevant GDOT staff and
ARC modeling staff to review details of the projects. The outcome of that
discussion would be brought to IAC in January as a preliminary recommendation.

Mr. Orr reminded Mr. Sills that ARC would also want to discuss the impacts of the
projects on regional land use forecasts. This information will be used in
development of the next MTP, scheduled for adoption in early 2028.

5. Emission Standards

a.

PM2.5

Simone Jarvis (EPA) reported that EPA filed a motion with the DC circuit court on
November 24 to vacate the 2024 PM2.5 standard which involved attainment /
non-attainment final determinations (or deferrals) scheduled by February 7,
2026. An article about this action was posted to the group chat.
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b. Ozone
Mr. Grodzinsky noted that EPD has the final data for the 2025 ozone season
which concluded on October 31. He indicated that early next year, he will be able
to provide an update to the group on the 2023-2025 8-hr ozone design value.

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1. Welcome & Approval of December 16, 2025 Meeting Summary

David Haynes (ARC) called the meeting to order. He noted that the December 16,
2025 meeting summary was distributed for review prior to this meeting. EPD
suggested a few edits of a clarification nature and those edits had been made. No
additional edits were suggested at the meeting. Accordingly, the summary was
accepted as final.

a.

Introduction of New Attendees

Megan Weiss (GDOT) introduced a new GDQOT planner Monica Sagastizado.

2. ARC Updates

a.

MTP/TIP Amendment 6

Mr. Haynes reminded the group that ARC working on Amendment 6 to its
MTP/TIP and had circulated a list of proposed changes in advance of the meeting.
He noted that following a presentation from Michael Haire (ARC), concurrence
will requested from IAC members that none of the changes will need to be
modeled for air quality impacts.

Mr. Haire began by noting that several projects which ARC was originally
proposing to add to the TIP were being funded from the Safe Streets and Roads
for All (SS4A) program. Since those are from a competitive program not directly
administered by FHWA, they don't have to be in the main body of the TIP and
would be reflected in an appendix instead. Remaining changes will move forward
through the amendment process include:

e Transportation Alternative and Federal Lands Access Program funding
added to 16 projects (13 multi-use paths, one pedestrian bridge, and two
sidewalks]. Fourteen of the projects are new to the TIP and two are
existing projects.

e Nine new projects using CMAQ funds (turn lanes, roundabouts]

e Three new projects using funds from competitive grants (bus facility, rail
crossing study, autonomous vehicle purchase)

e Addition of other federal funds to two projects (clean bus purchase, value
engineering study)
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The public comment period will run from April 1-15, with a public hearing
conducted in conjunction with the regularly scheduled TCC meeting on April 3.
Approvals are scheduled to occur in May.

Mr. Haynes provided an opportunity for questions or comments and none were
raised. He then indicated that this was being interpreted as consensus that the
proposed changes would not require modeling.

. Model Network Years for Pending New TIPs and MTPs

Mr. Haynes noted that the horizon year of the next ARC MTP will be 2055, thus
requiring us to revisit what our modeling network years will need to be. In
addition, the pending approval of the second ozone maintenance plan for the 2008
standard will require a new interim modelingyear. He informed the group that
ARC’s modeling staff have been in conversations with. EPD on what network years
will be required for the new TIPs being developed this year and for future MTPs.

Mr. Haynes indicated that concurrence would be requested on this subject. A
discussion ensued, initiated by Gil Grodzinsky (EPD] related to the fact that
additional concurrence decision points would be required for the overall MTP
development process. This was acknowledged and Mr. Haynes indicated that the
priority today would be on the new TIP, not the new MTP which won't be
completed until early 2028. He then asked Steve Lewandowski (ARC] to provide
additional explanation and lead the discussion on this topic.

Mr. Lewandowski reminded the group that ARC’s current validated base year is
2020 and that we are required to run networks at gaps of no more than 10 years,
hence the reason for the current 2030, 2040, and 2050 networks. The first
maintenance plan for the 2015 ozone standard also requires a 2033 network.
Once the second maintenance plan for the 2008 standard is approved [schedule
unknown at this time), a 2037 network year will be required, but it's not likely that
it will be needed for the new TIP being developed this year.

Mr. Lewandowski then explained the general modeling timeline for each network
run and then posed a question about the acceptability of interpolating data
between the 10-year runs to expedite the overall process. Mr. Grodzinsky
provided some historical background on the issue and indicated that interpolating
for 2033 would be allowable. No decision was reached today on whether ARC
would run an actual 2033 network or interpolate the information for the new TIP,

but it was recognized by the group as an option (but not necessarily preferred per
Sunday Gotvald (EPA]).
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Jared Lombard (FHWA] posed a question about when the maintenance period
would end for the 2008 ozone standard. Mr. Haynes and Mr. Grodzinsky indicated
that if there is no backsliding, 2037 would represent the end of needing to
demonstrate conformity to that standard. Mr. Haynes reminded the group that
we would still need to conform to the 2015 standard, so the modeling and air
quality analysis requirements for the region will continue for many additional
years.

Mr. Haynes closed the discussion on this topic by indicating that ARC has the
information needed for development of the new TIP this year and that the group
could discuss model network years for the 2055 MTP at a future meeting. Mr.
Grodzinsky expressed confidence that there would be a straightforward and
logical outcome and laid out his initial thoughts on what the set of years could
include (2020, 2030, 2037, 2045, and 2055).

. TIP Project Solicitation

Mr. Haire informed the group that the TIP solicitation application period closed on
January 23 and ARC received 104 applications, of which two were deemed invalid.
The technical analysis is ongoing and should be complete in March and then a
final set of recommendations would be developed by early summer. Mr. Haynes
reminded everybody that the recommendations would be incorporated into the
new TIP to be adopted in November and were not part of the current Amendment
6 process.

. 2055 MIP

Mr. Haynes informed the group that ARC is nearing completion on contract
negotiations with a team led by Kimley-Horn to assist ARC in development of the
2055 MTP. That work must be completed by the first quarter of 2028 based on the
required four-year update cycle. He said that ARC expects a Notice to Proceed
will be issued by mid March and that conversations are underway about
scheduling some early coordination meetings on various tasks. Opportunities for
involvement by IAC members, either through this process [for air quality and
modeling issues] or via other avenues such as TCC or one-on-one engagement
(for general planning purposes), will be forthcoming. Mr. Haynes said that
regular updates will be provided to IAC throughout the process over the next
couple of years.
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e. Atlanta Maintenance Area IAC Standard Operating Procedures (2026)

Mr. Haynes reminded the group that a draft version of a standard operating
procedures document had been reviewed with the group in December. The
document is intended to serve as a guide for IAC members to better understand
the roles and responsibilities of the group and provide information specific to the
Atlanta region to complement the statewide Transportation Conformity Manual
developed by EPD in 2010. He also noted that it will serve as an internal
reference manual for ARC staff to assist in succession planning due to his
pending retirement later this year.

Mr. Haynes noted that substantive comments were received from FHWA and
GRTA that centered on ensuring that information specific to the federally required
IAC process be elevated in prominence and distinguished from information of a
secondary informational nature or relatedto internal ARC processes. A second
version of the document was developed and circulated to members earlier this
month. No additional comments have been received so ARC now considers the
2026 document to be finalized. Mr. Haynes closed by reminding the group that
improvements to the content and/or structure can be made at any time since it
will be considered a “living document”. He also anticipates that some sort of
calendar supplement will be prepared annually in the future.

Jean Hee Barrett (ARC) asked the group if the SOP document (and other
information about the IAC process) should be publicly accessible on the ARC
website. Mr.Haynes stated that.our historic practice has been to keep such
information internal, but that we will respond directly to any inquiries about the
IAC process upon request. Mr. Lombard indicated that there is no federal
requirement with respect to having IAC related information available on the
website. There was no consensus on whether ARC should change its current
practices at this time, so Mr. Haynes closed the discussion by saying ARC would
start by ensuring pages dedicated to modeling and air quality reference the IAC
process. If desired, additional information can be added over time upon direction
from the group.

3. GHMPO Updates
a. No formal agenda items
Joseph Boyd (GHMPQ)] stated that GHMPO would be undertaking an Amendment

7 to their MTP/TIP and will provide information for IAC review at the March
meeting.
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4. CBMPO Updates
a. No formal agenda items

Shanice Amos [CBMPO) stated that CBMPO would be undertaking an Amendment
3 to their MTP/TIP and will provide information for IAC review at the March
meeting.

5. Emission Standards
a. PM25

Ms. Gotvald noted that the deadline for designations for the 2024 PM2.5 Max
standard passed on February 7 without action from Region V. A notice was
received related to missing the deadline, but there is'no additional information
available at this time about the future of that standard or the region’s
requirements for compliance.

b. Ozone

Ms. Gotvald had no new information to share with the group on this topic. Mr.
Haynes acknowledged that ARC was aware of the recent decision to rescind the
endangerment finding, which could have future implications related to EPA'’s
responsibilities for monitoring greenhouse gas emissions. He stated that it is
ARC’s understanding that there are no immediate impacts to the region’s
current requirements and processes, but will continue to monitor the issue for
additional.guidance.

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1. Welcome & Approval of February 24, 2026 Meeting Summary

Jean Hee Barrett, ARC, called the meeting to order. She noted that the February 24,
2026 meeting summary was distributed for review prior to this meeting. A few edits
were suggested by EPD to clarify terminology to be used. Edits were reflected and no
additional edits were suggested at the meeting. Accordingly, the summary was
accepted as final.

2050 MTP / FY 2024-2027 TIP Amendment 6

Ms. Barrett shared that several items were previously pointed out to ARC
regarding the Conformity Redetermination Report (CRR]. Changes included the
addition of “Short Form” to the cover page to indicate the amendment version and
updating emissions tables to their correct titles. There were no further discussion
or comments on the CRR which will be released as part of the Amendment 6
public comment period.

TIP Project Solicitation

Michael Haire, ARC, shared that technical analysis is still underway and internal
discussions will be occurring soon with funding recommendations to be available
In the coming months. Recommendations will be incorporated into the new TIP in
time for the November adoption. Ann-Marie Day, FHWA, clarified that the order of
how the TIP Project Solicitation and the FY 2027-2030 TIP are presented should
be in a more logical order. The TIP Project Solicitation should be shown as a
subset of the FY 2027-2030 TIP development and not an independent process as
the project call feeds into the FY 2027-2030 TIP.

Ms. Day later requested that there be consideration for how the TIP Solicitation,
the FY 2027-2030 TIP, and the 2055 MTP are presented on IAC agendas. If ARC's
project call is also asking for MTP projects and not just TIP projects, the
terminology to be used should be, “"MTP/TIP Project Solicitation”. Ms. Barrett
clarified that the TIP Project Solicitation is solely focused on the TIP years.
However, ARC will be mindful of ensuring that the steps are logical when
referencing the project call, FY 2027-2030 TIP, and the 2055 MTP. And staff will be
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mindful when the project call occurs during the 2055 MTP development that the
terminology used will be clear.

. FY 2027-2030 TIP Development

Mr. Haire shared that the model coding list was in development and will be
passed on to GDOT for initial review. The draft model coding list will be shared
with [AC in mid-April prior to the April 28" meeting. Jared Lombard, FHWA,
reminded ARC staff to review the recommendations related to the TIP from the
last certification. Mr. Lombard stressed that the recommendations should be
incorporated into the development of the FY 2027-2030 TIP as well as the
development of the 2055 MTP.

. 2055 MTP Development

Ms. Barrett provided a quick update on ARC’s 2055 MTP contract. Kimley-Horn
was the selected consultant and the kick-off meeting occurred on March 19
Discussion focused on project administration and management protocols.
Transportation goals and objectives as well as the fiscal constraint tool will be
revisited during the MTP development. Updates will be provided to IAC as
necessary.

Ms. Day reminded ARC staff to ensure that public involvement and stakeholder
engagement activities are appropriately tied to MTP development as the MTP is a
core deliverable for the MPO. Committee involvement and the comments and
recommendations provided can be beneficial early in the process. FHWA had
previously inquired about a MTP Subcommittee and asked for an update on the
formation of such subcommittee as part of the overall MTP development. Ms. Day
stated that the subcommittee will be helpful in streamlining the review process.

Liz Sanford, ARC, mentioned that IAC along with TCC and TAQC will be updated
on the MTP activities. A May TCC work session will be held to include committee
members on the MTP discussion regarding the policy framework, and ARC will
also have the stakeholder engagement plan drafted.

Ms. Day requested that the draft schedule be shared with IAC before the next
meeting to ensure that timelines are in alignment to ensure |AC can provide
comments early on. Having IAC review the schedule will allow for feedback on the
various milestones leading to MTP adoption and US DOT conformity
determination. The goal is to ensure that there will not be a conformity lapse.
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3. GHMPO Updates
a. 2055 MTP Amendment 1/ FY 2024-2027 TIP Amendment 7

Joseph Boyd, GHMPO, briefly reviewed the single item for the FY 2024-2027
Amendment 7 and the 2095 MTP which was adopted in May 2025. The amendment
Is for the addition of a new exempt multi-use trail project in Flowery Branch.
Scheduled committee review will occur in late April with adoption by the Policy
Committee on May 12",

Ms. Day requested that GHMPO include in the schedule US DOT's involvement in
the overall process steps. Once the MPO policy committee takes action and
adopts the amendment, a package should be sent to US DOT for review and
Issuance of a determination.

4. CBMPO Updates

a. 2050 MTP / FY 2024-2027 TIP Amendment 3

Representatives from Cartersville-Bartow MPO (CBMPQ] were not in attendance.
However, Ms. Barrett mentioned that there were questions and comments raised
during an email exchange which have been addressed in relation to the timing of
IAC receiving materials from CBMPO and GHMPO. ARC will be convening a
separate meeting of all three MPOs to review schedules for the amendments and
IAC meetings to ensure that IAC will receive amendment materials from the
MPOs at the same time. GDOT will also be included in this coordination meeting
among the three MPOs.

Ms. Day also requested CBMPO to replace, "FHWA” with “"US DOT" in the
documentation as the conformity determination is a joint action of FHWA and FTA.
Ms. Barrett will share this requested correction with CBMPO staff.

5. Emission Standards

a. PM25

Simone Jarvis, EPA, had a comment regarding CBMPO’s project categorization
and will follow up separately via email. There were no additional updates
provided related to PM2.5 standards. Ms. Jarvis did mention that there is a
request from EPA to vacate the standard that remains with the DC Circuit Court.
However, EPA is still awaiting a decision.
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Ozone

Weston Freund, EPA, reported that ozone reporting season begins in April and
had nothing additional to report at this time related to ozone standards.

Gil Grodzinsky, Georgia EPD, mentioned that the state has begun the ozone
season measurements on March 1% with a year-round monitor located in South
DeKalb. There were some high levels of PM2.5 but it was unrelated to the Atlanta
area and possibly due to wildfires.
